Through the financial support of our dear 

friends, he was able to complete his Bible College training at TTC 

Zambia six years ago. After meeting him this past June at a Pastorôs  

conference, he said this in an email to our friends: ñIt was a great 

honour to meet Rev. Don  Mann, whom I thought I was meeting for 

the first time. But on the second day of the Conference, as we were 

chatting, I realize that he is the pastor whom you  had travelled with when you first came to 

TTC!   Indeed this meeting was a plan within a plan!ò  Little did we know,  this phrase 

would become so significant in RTCôs journey.   

  

Seven years ago, Tony Silveira and Pedro Pires, two Portuguese PAOC pastors (pictured 

here with Angolan pastors), planted a church in 

Angola.  Today, the church numbers five  

thousand people in sixteen different locations 

across the 

country.  At our 

recent General 

Executive meetings in Calgary, RTC had the privilege of 

meeting with Murray Cornelius, Stephen Chaloner and  

Pastor Pedro from Edmonton to discuss PAOC Missionôs  

involvement in Angola. As a result, in May of 2010, RTC 

and Stephen will participate in leadership seminars and  

celebrate the eighth anniversary of the óCarismaô church in 

Angola.  A plan within a plan!  

 

Do you remember Merlene Boyce?  She is a retired school teacher from Ontario. She  

returned to Zambia in January of this year with the intention of teaching in the school  

system.  No one told her that her arrival coincided with the Zambian school break, but  God 

had a plan within a plan!   Instead, she was asked to develop a local feeding program.  

During its development, she discovered a number of sewing machines that had been  

donated by a Canadian woman but had yet to be used. As a means of financing the feeding 

program, Merlene taught Zambian women how to sew by making use of these machines.  

Today, these same women have a micro -enterprise clothing business that is allowing them 

to move toward economic self sufficiency.   

RTC in partnership with Merlene and Jon and 

Laurie Stapley have collected sewing machines 

that are scheduled to leave by container for  

Zambia in December.  In a recent meeting with 

John and Ruth Kerr (global workers to Zambia) 

we discussed the possibility of opening up  

sewing training centres called ñThe Centerò.  

We are even dreaming of using these centers 

as a means of planting churches.  Indeed a plan within a plan!!
